While the creatures do nothing but talk and criticize, 
the determined Gnome continues to build his device, with the help of his two small friends.

Dongweck feels that his colorful characters and creatures resonate with children of all ages. “When I met 
Sean Bixby, I instantly saw his talent for making all kinds of amazing creatures. He made The 
Uncrossable Canyon come to life. It’s almost as if he had been inside my head when I first imagined the 
Owl, the Gnome, the Squirrel and all the odd and loveable creatures in my story.”

While Dongweck and Bixby are in the middle of planning a second book, Dongweck is excited to spend 
the next year visiting with students in schools and libraries to share the story of The Uncrossable 
Canyon. “The kids really enjoy hearing me read the story. The younger ones especially love to get up 
afterward and take on the roles of the characters, and act out the story,” Dongweck explains. “And the 
older kids are very interested in hearing how the book was made. They appreciate getting to see some of 
the early drafts and line drawings that lead to the final product. It’s fun for me meet with, and speak to, 
all the future artists, authors and publishers in my audience.”
